Following three centuries under the rule of Portugal, Brazil became an independent nation in 1822. By far it is the largest and most populous country in South America. Possessing large and well-developed agricultural, mining, manufacturing, and service sectors, Brazil's economy outweighs that of all other South American countries and is expanding its presence in world markets. Brazil is currently the leading economic power in South America.

Brazil has a good working telephone system. In 2009, Brazil has about 76 million Internet users. It uses "real" (BRL) as its currency. Based on 2010 exchange rate, US$1 equal to 1.77 reals (BRL).
