Perhaps you
insisted on spending the money you have saved, on your children, instead of
handing it over to the patriarch of the household. Perhaps you went out with
your friends. Perhaps you spoke to another male. Perhaps you burnt his food.
Perhaps you were wearing nice clothes. Perhaps you tried to stop a drunk
partner from trying to force himself on you.

For these offences, you can be stabbed in the face, axed to death, be locked
up in your house, burnt, raped, your children murdered.
